If so, then you know what it is like to follow the Holy Spirit. The Spirit goes where it wants to and often
eludes our grasp. But if we quiet our minds and hearts we might just find that it draws closer than we ever
could have imagined. In Sunday morning worship, starting on February 19, we’ll compare our spiritual jour-
neys with a wild goose chase and notice the many ways in which we try to “cage” God and tame God.

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Sabbatical FAQs

When is Pastor Jennifer leaving for her sabbatical? Her
last Sunday with us will be February 12.

When will she return? June 3. Her first Sunday back will
be June 10 (unless her plans change, of course.). Her
earned sabbatical is twelve weeks long. She is adding con-
tinuing education and vacation weeks to extend it slightly.

Who will take care of her responsibilities while she is
gone? Pastor Jeff will cover some of them. Jack Larson,
Former Associate Pastor, will cover much hospital, home,
and emergency visitation, while preaching on occasion.
Pastors Dale Bowne, Galen Work, Stu Dickson, Crea
Clark, Bruce Hinderliter, and Mike Ferguson have also
agreed to teach, preach and visit as able. A team of lay peo-
ple will be assisting in coordinating the care of the pastors,
Deacons, Stephen Ministers, and other volunteers. That
team includes Linda Shank, Pat Butler, and Barbara
Ogline. Committees, support groups, and small groups that
Jennifer regularly resources will be guided by their lay
members with staff support. And some ministries that Jen-
nifer has led will go on hiatus until she returns.

Does this mean Jennifer is leaving us for good? By no
means. Pastors are required by our policy to agree to re-
main at the church for at least one year after the sabbatical
ends. Jennifer has informed the Session that she hopes to
be with us long after that.

Will we see her during the sabbatical? In between study
trips abroad she will be living in Boiling Springs, so we
will likely see her often around town. But she will not wor-
ship with our congregation on Sundays or participate in
any weddings, funerals, or pastoral visitation during the
sabbatical. If you do see her during the sabbatical, ask her
how things are going, wish her well, and otherwise treat
her just like a sister in Christ (but no shop-talk, i.e.
“church”-talk). It’s important that she have time and space
to worship elsewhere and to gain some perspective.

Will Jennifer be coming fo the office or checking her
church e-mail? No. We want her to truly have a break.

Why does the Presbytery encourage congregations to grant
sabbaticals to pastors every seven years? QOver time min-
istry can take a severe toll on pastors’ physical health, rela-
tionships, emotions, and even their spiritual life. At some
point pastors’ “wells” need to be re-filled or they will run
dry for themselves and the congregations they serve.

Why three months—that seems kind of long? It might be
just long enough for pastors to re-connect with their fami-
lies, establish good exercise and health habits, and deepen
their own spiritual lives. Think about it this way. At Se-
cond Presbyterian we average about 20 funerals and wed-

dings a year, almost all of which are on Friday or Satur-
days, the pastors’ usual days off. Over seven years that
means almost 140 days off have been missed: that’s a lot of
kids’ soccer games, Pinewood Derbies, mornings at the
Farmers Market, and lunches with friends, not to mention
the lawns that didn’t get mowed or the laundry that didn’t
get done. Pastor Jeff and Pastor Jennifer have each been
ministering for over 20 years. You can imagine the cumu-
lative impact that can have on a person and their relation-
ships with friends and family. Sabbaticals are times to
catch up and tell our pastors that both they and their fami-
lies are important. It’s a time when we want them to put
their needs before the needs of the congregation.

Can we afford this? For the reasons listed above, congre-
gations can’t afford not to invest in their pastors. The good
news is that we have planned for the pastors’ sabbaticals
for several years so that we will have coverage at no addi-
tional cost to the congregation. We have saved money to
provide coverage and, with the gifts of our retired pastors,
we should have enough. And through a special gift from
the Francis family the pastors’ personal expenses during
their sabbaticals will be covered. In other words, granting
the sabbaticals costs the church nothing that we weren’t
already anticipating, and it will yield some wonderful re-
turns in the years ahead. Sabbaticals are an investment in
our pastors and in our relationships with them. The better
connected that our pastors are to God, to family and
friends, and to self, the better they will be able to serve
both now and in the years ahead.

Have we ever done this before? Yes. Mike Ferguson and
Jim Gilchrist both went on extended sabbaticals. Jack Lar-
son had a one-month sabbatical.

How can we support Pastor Jennifer while she is away?
Pray for her and her family whenever you think of her.
Step up to support the ministries that she usually shep-
herds. Ask Pastor Jeff, the staff, and all the volunteer pas-
tors and lay people who are covering for Jennifer, “How
can I help you?”

Project Share offers food to people in the Carlisle area; Bill Galbraith, Jesse and Nelle Newcomer, Jan Hays, John
Pfadenhauer, Lois Glennon, Bob Paran, David and Linda Rose, Woody Wood, Al Masland, Joy Stefty, Sandy Nich-
ols, Harold Keen Lois Glennon, and Al Masland’s Christ Care small group are some of the people who volunteer
regularly then there are three people on the Board of Directors from the church: Joy Burkholder, Linda Shank (chair
of the Board) and Joni Capone.

Meals on Wheels- Every week of the year on Fridays there are members of our church delivering meals on wheels.
Betty and Bud Gardner, Bob Geist ( two days a week) Jess and Nelle Newcomer, Jacky Ferguson, Bob Paran and
Ruth Lady, Bill and Sharon Galbraith, Betty Caldwell, Dennis and Joyce Moser, Hal Showalter, John and Wilma
Pfadenhauer, Frank and Mary Brandt, Peggy Wynn, all drive a route for at least one day a week for a month. Some
have additional routes.

Four times a year members of Second serve a meal at Salvation Army, 32 people from Second Presbyterian are in-
volved with four captains who get their volunteers. Bob and Darlene Moyer and Dennis and Joyce Moser.

Operation Sweet Freedom sends care packages to our deployed service men and women. In 2010 they sent 100 care
packages. The third Sunday of each month volunteers collect items to be sent by Deb and Phil Brandberg, Jess and
John Innis, two to four other volunteers who gave 75 hours.

Bosler Library- Jeff Wood is President of the Board of Trustees.

Cumberland County Historical Society-Chip Fenton has been president of the board and we have many church mem-
bers who volunteer there.

Pastor Jeff was chaplain for a week at Camp Krislund with several adults; Lynn Kennaly, Bill and Vicki Lantz, Tom
Schlusser, Matt Williams and George van Asdalan. In addition Jeff spent a week of work time doing staff training
and curriculum design for Krislund.

Micki takes the youth to Project Share every week for several hours. She went to Honduras for week with the mission
group in preparation for taking the youth in 2012, also she went to Pittsburgh for a week with kids on a mission pro-
ject as part of her work time.

Andy Hoke plays/directs music for Rotary Club weekly, sleeps with homeless 12 nights a year, and plays/directs mu-
sic for APCE.

Pastor McKenna spent a week in Honduras with our mission group and attends a Christian-Jewish dialogue Bible
study group in Harrisburg.

Our church hosted approximately 35 overnight guests for a month! Second Church hosted homeless persons and at
least 60 people were hosts each night including members who spent the night. The Church provides the necessary
paper products and water for our overnight guests.

Darlene Tyler gives time to CARES as she serves on the board. Jan Hayes did some of the coordination and Steve
Biddle and Kevin Hollowell sleep one night a month.

We open our doors to many outside groups that use our facility for their meeting place. Some of the groups that we
host are: AA (every Saturday and 3-4 times a year for special meetings), Presbytery for special meetings and also 2
times a month we have the Clergy Support Group, Boy Scouts 007 Venturing Crew, neighboring townhomes associ-
ates, CPARC, Center Stage Opera, Clean Air Board, Eagle Scout Award ceremonies, Garden and Civic Clubs (once a
year) and the Carlisle Community Children Choir. Hosting these groups requires time to set-up and take down that is
done by staff and some volunteers.
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In addition to the Outreach Budget we gave in kind contributions and money apart from the budget in the following ways:

The Outreach Budget giving was a total of $55,845; about $39,000.00 to local and about $15,000 to international missions.

Out of undesignated funds was given $250 to the Clouse family—fund for a house fire, $1,000.00 to the Japan disaster relief
fund and $300 to prepare the truck for delivery to Camp Krislund, $175 for Rev. Stefanie Hasenbrink to preach.

Operation Sweet Freedom, wishes to thank you for your generous support this past year. With your help we were able to
send 93 care boxes to our troops. What great news to know that we are moving out of Iraq but we will continue to send

packages while they are still in Afghanistan. We will collect the 3™ Sunday of the month. In February we would like for you

Inquirers Class begins February 5
A Small Group Experience for People Who Want to
Discover More about God, Themselves, and Other Great People

What is Inquirers? Instead of a traditional “New Members Class” Second Presbyterian Church offers a small group
experience called “Inquirers.”
